Social Science: (24 hours) African-American studies, business administration, economics, 3-hour geography, history, Latin American Studies, political science,
Southern, and Women studies.  See handbook for specific restrictions.

Behavioral Science: (6 hours) anthropology, psychology, sociology.  No statistics or computer courses in this area.

Natural Science: (7-8 hours) astronomy, biology, chemistry, environment, geology, 4-hour geography (201,202,545,546), marine science, & physics.

Analytical Reasoining: (6-9 hours) Another STAT, or
MATH 122, or MATH 141 or
PHIL 110 & 111, or
CSCE 101 & 102

Sci/Reas/Lang: (1-5 hours) Additional CSCE, MATH, STAT, science, logic, accounting, and some foreign language courses.  See handbook for full list.
  [Natural Science, Analytical Reasoning, and Sci/Reas/Lang hours must total a minimum of 18 hours.]

Minor: The minor must be approved and on file in the Student Services Office no later than the end of the freshman year (30 hours).  Students without approved
minors on file might experience delays in progression and/or graduation.  Check the 2004-2005 student handbook for complete instructions.

Journalism Elective: (3 hours) Any JOUR course that is not already required by the Electronic Curriculum.  It is recommended, but not required, that

you take JOUR 548 (Internship).

You must complete 90 hours of non-journalism courses and at least 24 hours must be at or above the 300-level.  At
least 65 hours must be in the Liberal Arts & Sciences.

You must complete 36 hours of journalism courses.  All "JOUR" courses must be completed with no less than a
"C" and may be repeated once.
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Senior Semester may be completed in the seventh or eighth semester depending on the demand for these courses.
